Montpelier Planning Commission Meeting

March 12, 2016

Subject to review and approval

Present: Kim Cheney, Jon Anderson, Barbara Conrey, Tina Ruth, Eileen Simpson, John Adams, Leslie Welts, Michael Miller, Brandy Saxton.

Continue review of comments from public hearing and vote on changes:

Jon made a motion to approve all the orange and pink colored on pages 1 and 2 of the draft development regulations.  John seconded.   The motion passed unanimously.

Audra is going to present on numbers 12, 21, and 22 on the 14th.   Brandy is commenting on 30.

# 25 is regulated by statute and cannot be changed.

The procedure will be that as long as there is a consensus and no one objects, there will not be a vote.

All of the oranges on page 3 are okay.  The green are okay.

Jon made a motion that all the oranges and pinks are clarifying language and will not be discussed, Leslie seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

# 45 is okay as written, # 50 is also.

Page 4 - # 53 is the business owner’s responsibility to comply with ADA and it shouldn’t be a zoning responsibility.  53 and 54 are okay as written.

# 63 generated discussion about the minimum and maximum density.  It was decided to revise the minimum lot size to 2 acres.

# 64 Cliffside has petitioned to be removed from the historic overlay district.  Jon and Barb want to keep it in there, Leslie wants a more consistent standard used during design review.  Tina wants it out.  City Council may disagree and remove it from the overlay.  Jon made a motion to accept the staff recommendation to keep the neighborhood in that district, Eileen seconded.  The motion passed with Tina casting the only dissenting vote.

# 65-67 are to go with staff recommendation.

Page 5 – # 78 The Conservation Commission will be advisory to the DRB, the same as the DRC is now.  A concern is that the Conservation Commission doesn’t meet very often so that might slow down the review process.

# 79 DPW provided this recommendation.  The wording should be changed to signed and sealed.

# 80 is okay.

#81 comes from a recommendation from DPW.  Brandy will check to make sure the language on slopes is consistent throughout the document.

Page 6 - # 86 and 87 are okay

# 88 references the Stormwater Conservation Plan which isn’t completed yet.

# 90 Jon disagrees with staff’s recommendation.  He thinks it should be licensed or certified.  

# 95 the state standards are going to 8, so it makes sense to set it to 8 inches.

# 103 There is no one in Mike’s office who is ADA fluent, it was decided to get more info on the standards before deciding.

#112 Leslie made a motion and John seconded to approve staff’s recommendation.  It was passed on a unanimous vote.

# 114 Jon disagreed with staff’s recommendation because Montpelier doesn’t provide trash pickup.  It was decided to go with staff’s recommendation.

# 142 and 143 are okay

# 144 is okay

# 145 and 146 are okay

# 161 Leslie made a motion to make it 3, 500 square feet, Eileen seconded, the motion passed on a 5 to 2 vote with John and Barbara dissenting.

# 183   Part of the Murray Hill neighborhood isn’t part of the condominium associations there and are on city water.  Leslie moved to approve staff’s recommendation, Tina seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

# 202  The ADA language will be checked before determining the numbers for internal sidewalks.  

# 203  Eileen moved to make the parking space dimension to 8 ½ fee, Barb seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

# 213 is okay

# 217  Brandy will look at some language regarding requiring two access points.  Jon would like to see feasible and practicable considered.

# 239  Jon moved to reduce the formula in the solar shading standard to .25, Tina seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.
