Leslie made a motion to approve the April 11 minutes with changes to be made by Mike, Tina seconded.  The motion passed on a 6-0 vote.  The changes should be that the 1st paragraph be revised to be clearer on the balcony statement.  

There was a vote that was printed as approved 7-0 regarding balconies to extend over public way.  Barbara voted against it, so the vote was 6-1.
