April 25, 2016

Call to order by the Chair:  The meeting was called to order by the Chair, Kim Cheney.

Approval of the agenda:  Tina moved to approve the agenda as presented, Eileen seconded.  
Comments from the Chair:  Mike told the Commission that Part 2 can’t be forwarded to the Council even if approved tonight.

Continue review of comments from public hearings and staff:  The floor was opened to public comment.  Alan Goldman and his attorney recommended that the Commission not even take up Part 2 until it is properly warned.

There was a discussion on how to forward the preliminary zoning regulations to City Council without maps until more accurate, scientifically proven maps can be provided.  Some items will need to be removed to move forward, a meeting will happen with the Conservation Commission to do that.

Review final Part 1 changes:  A zoning permit will not be required for basic repairs and maintenance; for garden items, such as a trellis or a fence less than 4 feet high.  If you want to put a dormer window in the historic district, that will need a review.

An ancilliary building that is no more than 8x10 to a residence that falls within the setbacks will not need a permit.

A handicapped ramp or covered entryway on a residential building will not require a permit, however, a permit will be needed for a commercial building.

It was later decided that all fences and walls require a permit.

Tina made a motion to forward Part 1 to City Council, Barb seconded.  The motion passed on a 6-0 vote.

Review final Part 2 changes:  Mike reviewed some of staff’s recommendations with the Commission.

Approve minutes from March 14, March 28th and April 11, 2016 (if available):  The minutes were moved to the next meeting.

Other business: The next meeting is May 9.

Adjournment:  Tina made a motion to adjourn, Eileen seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.
