Design review approval to repaint building and garage.
The applicants were present.  The application was reviewed and approved by the DRC on June 20, 2016 on a 4-0 vote.
Jack made a motion to approve the application as approved by the DRC, Michael seconded.  The motion passed on a 7-0 vote.

7 Green Mountain Drive
Owner:  Green Mountain Power Corporation Applicant:  Tim Harte for GMP 
Site plan, design review and floodplain approval to remove existing covered outdoor storage and replace with enclosed parking/loading area. 
Steve Smith from SAS Architects was present for the applicant.  The application is to enclose the building, remove the canopy and make room for 3 truck bays.  It will use the same materials - painted concrete with a flat roof.  
The runoff from the canopy will be eliminated with the flat roof and will be collected and emptied into the sewer system.

The site plan criteria was reviewed and deemed to be acceptable.  DPW made some suggestions regarding the catchbasin.

The applicant was asked to perform a study of all the stormwater created on the site and create a plan to deal with the runoff.

Dan made a motion to continue the application to August 1 and in the interim, the applicant will conduct an engineering study to show drainage of the site, as well as examine if there is any opportunity to make changes to the application to improve the runoff into the sewer system instead of the river, as per 723b.  James seconded the motion, it was approved on a

Sketch plan review for a PUD.

The applicant was present for City Properties, LLC.  There will be an artisan studio, or a  bakery on the property, which created a conditional use.

There was a discussion on whether this application is actually a PUD or just a conditional use.  The applicant will resubmit as a conditional use instead of a PUD.
366 East Montpelier Road
Owner:  Payjack LLC Applicant:  Jim Kurrle 
Site plan amendment and conditional use approval to demolish all existing buildings and construct a new 4500ft² building for a convenience gas station, office, and eating and drinking establishment.  

The applicant and Jeff Olesky were present.  There is a convenience store/gas station, a storage/garage, a deli, and an office in 4 buildings. The plan is to combine all of these uses in one building.
Chuck Haynes, an abutting property owner spoke in support of the project.
