Call to order: The meeting was called to order by the Chair, Phil Zalinger.

Approval of the agenda: James made a motion to approve the agenda as printed, Michael seconded.  The motion passed on a 7-0 vote.

Comments from the Chair: There were no comments from the Chair.

8 Langdon Street

Design review approval to place temporary art work on buildings

There were no representatives in attendance.

Dan made a motion to approve the application as approved by the DRC, James seconded, the motion passed on a 7-0 vote.


90 Main Street

Design review approval to place temporary art work on buildings

There were no representatives in attendance.

James made a motion to approve the application as approved by the DRC, Kevin seconded, the motion passed on a 7-0 vote.

13 State Street

Owner: Doug Nedde   Applicant: Ward Joyce Architect 

Design review approval to place temporary art work on buildings

There were no representatives in attendance.

Dan made a motion to approve the application as approved by the DRC, Michael seconded, the motion passed on a 7-0 vote.

11 Dewey Street

Owner: Stephanie Laher & Jeffrey Allen   Applicant: Stephanie Laher 

Preliminary and final approval for a two lot subdivision.

The owners were present.  The appeared before the Board in April and it was decided to combine preliminary and final approval.  Lot # 1 contains a single family dwelling and will be     28,000 square feet - Lot # 2 is undeveloped and will be .418 acres or roughly 18,000 square feet.  They both meet minimum lot area, frontage, and setbacks.  

The concerns Sarah had was that some of the slopes are greater than 25% and there were a few other minor ones.

Dan made a motion to grant preliminary and final approval with the condition that any development of impervious surfaces have a stormwater plan.  Michael seconded.  The motion passed on a 7-0 vote.

141 River Street

Owner/Applicant:  Bill McQuiggan 

Site plan review for a change of use to convert existing retail space to 24 mini-warehouse units.

The applicant was present.  His business has downsized and he would like to utilize the upstairs space for interior warehouse units.  There will be no exterior structural changes.

The only concern Sarah had was if there is sufficient parking due to the change of use that can’t be administratively approved and needs to come before the board.

Dan made a motion to approve the application with the conditions that a final drawing showing the entrance doorways, the loading zone, and handicapped parking and specifications as to the lighting over the doorway on the southside and that be conditioned to that being turned off not later than 9 pm and these are to the satisfaction of the Zoning Administrator,      James seconded.  The motion passed on a 7-0 vote.

367 River Street - Continued  

Owner/Applicant: Connor Brothers-River Street, LLC c/o Fred Connor 

Site plan approval to remove existing building and construct a new 10,000ft² commercial building, and associated infrastructure, for office, business services and/or medical clinic uses.

Jeff Olesky, Fred Connor, and Steve Connor were present.  An overview of the changes since the last review was presented – landscaping and traffic circulation.

Some of the conditions are storm water, DPW review, lighting, screening of generator, number of practitioners onsite at one time, landscaping maintenance provision.  The applicant doesn’t know for sure who the occupants are going to be, so the number onsite will be hard to define.

Dan made a motion to close the record and take the application into consideration, James seconded.  The motion passed on a 7-0 vote.

1 Home Farm Way -Continued  

Owner/Applicant:  Connor Brothers-Montpelier Armory, LLC c/o Fred Connor

Site plan amendment and conditional use approval to add 16,044ft² of additional space and to add business services, research facility, light manufacturing and/or wholesale trade facility to the current office and warehouse uses.

Jeff Olesky and Fred Connnor were present.  Jeff gave an overview of the project and revisions made to the site plan.

They are proposing a new water line to serve the new building.

The conditional use criteria were reviewed and deemed acceptable.

Dan made a motion to approve the conditional use proposal, Roger seconded.  The motion passed on a 7-0 vote.

Dan made a motion to approve the amended site plan proposal with the condition that the lighting be shut off by 11 pm, Roger seconded.  The motion passed on a 7-0 vote.

Other Business: 

27 Court Street - Tabled by applicant to 7/18/16 -  Owner/Applicant: Theodore Fetter - design and site plan review, demolition of a historic structure and variance/enlargement of a non-conforming structure to renovate and convert the first floor to office and use the second and third floors as residential dwelling units, demolish rear addition, rebuild and expand rear addition and to excavate portions of the rear lot to expand parking.   Dan made a motion to continue the application until July 18, 2016 and Michael seconded.  The motion passed on a 7-0 vote. (**This matter was discussed before the consent agenda.**)

Next regular meeting June 20th.  

Election of officers discussion per rules of procedure.  The rules call for an election to happen in January.  Dan understood that the election happened after the July appointments.  The matter will be discussed again in August after any possible appointments.

Nothing more has been heard from 46 East State Street.

Adjournment: Kevin made a motion to adjourn, Jack seconded.  The motion passed on a 7-0 vote.
