Call to order: The meeting was called to order by the Chair, Steve Everett.

575 Stone Cutters Way

Owner/Applicant: Connor Brothers Stonecutters, LLC c/o Fred Connor Design Review approval for additional signage for Nature Conservancy.

Steve mentioned that the Nature Conservancy is a tenant of his but he didn’t feel it would be a conflict of interest.

Fred Connor, Applicant, was present.  The Applicant provided an overview of the application including a total of 8 signs, an existing ground signs and directional signs.

The Board discussed the color selections for the proposed signs.  

The applicable criteria were reviewed and determined to be acceptable or non-applicable.

The application was approved as presented on a 4-0 vote.

2 Cliff Street

Owner: Iron Wood, LLC   Applicant: Keith Schumacher 

Design Review approval to replace asphalt roof with standing seam, replace stairs on west end of porch and reconstruct retaining walls. 

The applicant was present.  The building contains two condo units.  One condo unit has standing seam roofing material, the other unit has asphalt shingles.  The Applicant is proposing standing seam roofing material so both units match.
Rebuilding the stone retaining wall was discussed.  The applicant stated that he is simply rebuilding and maintaining the existing wall and will use in-kind materials.
The applicable criteria were reviewed and determined to be acceptable.

The application was approved as presented on a 4-0 vote.

Informal review of DPW streetlight proposal.   

Sarah handed out the proposal provided by DPW. The existing lights will be replaced with LED bulbs – one streetlight has already been installed next to LaBrioche.

The Committee suggested adding the stainless steel and corrosive resistant add-on’s for the long-term longevity (if possible and if budget allows).  Sarah will provide DPW with the Committee’s comments.
Approve meeting minutes of April 19, 2016:  There were some wording changes recommended.  Seth made a motion to approve the minutes with changes mentioned.  Hannah seconded.  The motion passed on a 4-0 vote.
