Call to order by the Chair:    The meeting was called to order by the Chair, Kim Cheney.
Approval of the agenda:  There were no changes to the agenda

Review Jon Anderson’s and Mayor’s memos regarding part 2:  During a discussion with Kim, Jon thought that there might be an easy way to help bridge the gap between the Commission and the objectors.

One idea is to change the lot size to 15,000 square feet on Towne Hill, which would involve creating a new zoning district for one neighborhood.

Continue review of comments from public hearing and staff on Part 3:  (Eileen entered the meeting during this discussion.)  Jon made a motion to approve 44-62 with edits, Tina seconded.  The motion passed on a 6-0 vote.
Consider minutes from January 25th and June 13th :  John moved to approve both sets of minutes, Jon seconded.  The motion passed on a 6-0 vote.
Adjournment:   July 11 and 25 are the scheduled meetings for July.  Jon made a motion to adjourn, the motion passed unanimously.
