October 11, 2016

Call to order by the Chair:    The meeting was called to order by the Chair.
Approval of the agenda:  There were no changes to the agenda.  It was approved unanimously as presented.
Comments from the Chair:  Kim asked Phil Dodd (member of the public) if there was something he was here to speak to. Phil said he was here for the PUD discussion if we get to it. Kim moved the meeting forward to the review of Parts 4 and 5.
Review of parts 4 and 5 matrix:  Mike noted that this was the last of the matrices and that we should be able to get through these tonight. For each Mike would read the proposed changes and provide a brief explanation.
The first 10 recommendations were accepted as presented. #10 regarding certificates of compliance was referred back to staff for further discussion (is requiring certificates only for DRB decisions ok for staff?).

#18 some grammatical changes were made and the statutory reference added to the end. 
#19 the 4402.A was kept here and added used to describe the process for approving lot line adjustments. 

#26 The planning commission decided to keep but change wording to read “if no person appeals the administrative officers decision within 15 days the decision is deemed final.”

#31 (similar to #26) The planning commission decided to keep but change wording to read “if no person appeals the DRB decision within 30 days the decision is deemed final.”

#34 approve with change to read “discovery of a violation”

#35 also change 4701.C(3) to “requiring the immediate correction or cessation…”

#36 also change must to may.

#49 remove exmaples

#52 also strike word “designed”

#59 Mike should check other sections where “mixed use” appears to make sure definitions are appropriate. 

#63 Find alternative definition of noise. Kirby may have something.

Brief discussion of PUDs: Mike summarized some of the changes since the last meeting including that a slope map will be ready before Thanksgiving. That should help with some of the conversation from the previous meeting where concerns were raised about density bonuses. 

Also a different map was found on Sabins Pasture that would show more land is not available for development due to slope issue. That loss of development potential would provide the incentives that board had hoped would exist to encourage any developer to cluster development at the bottom of the hill to protect the top.
October 24 is the next meeting. The commission will focus on the punch list of final items that need to be discussed (stormwater, home occupations, etc.)
