Call to order:  The meeting was called to order by the Chair, Steve Everett. 

Approval of the agenda:  Ben made a motion to approve the agenda as presented, Eric seconded.  The motion passed on a 5-0 vote.
Comments from the Chair:  There were no comments from the Chair.

3 Berlin Street

Owner:  Summit Distributing, LLC  Applicant:  NH Signs, Don Booth

Design review approval for replacement of a ground sign and gas pump signage

Tom Frawley, the owner of Summit and the building at 3 Berlin Street, Summit’s Facilities and Operations Manager, Jody Mazelli, and Bill Clark from NH Signs were present.

The proposed sign is approximately one square foot larger than the existing sign.  The proposed sign will have LED lighting and be ground mounted with a single signpost and the new Mobil logo.  The sign will also contain two safety devices on the canopy column.  The Applicants noted that after dark, all that will be visible is the LED lighting and that the proposed sign is less lumens than the existing sign.  The proposed sign will not exceed the height of the existing sign.
The Applicants noted that the shrubbery has been removed and will be replaced with comparable plantings once the sign is installed.  
The applicable criteria were reviewed and determined to be acceptable or non-applicable.

The application was approved.

623 Stonecutter’s Way

Owner/Applicant:  Hunger Mountain Cooperative, Inc.

Design review approval for replacement signage.

Kari Bradley, the General Manager was present.  The Applicant provided an overview and has requested approval to install new wall and ground signs at the Co-op. She stated that the Co-op logo has been updated, and that they would like to replace the existing signs to reflect the updated logo.  
She noted that the proposed wall sign on the glass window will primarily be illuminated by the interior light of the building; however additional exterior lighting will also be installed to illuminate the sign after dark.  It was noted that the existing sign on the building will be replaced, it is currently 33 x 68.

The exit sign will also be replaced and two vinyl graphics will be applied to the front windows.  An additional parking sign at the far end of the lot is proposed to be installed. The Applicant has an agreement with the neighbor since it is on their land.
The applicable criteria were reviewed and determined to be acceptable or non-applicable.

The application was approved as presented, 5-0.
Review of minutes of August 1, 2016:  The 18 Court Street application should specify that the application was not tabled; the applicant had the option to come back if she was not pleased with the approval.

Ben made a motion to approve the minutes pending clarification, Eric seconded.  The motion was approved on a 4-0 vote. 
Other business:  Mr. Kim Cheney, the Planning Commission Chair spoke about the Design Review Committee being more involved in the pending zoning changes since the changes might entail less design review.  He recommended a joint meeting with the Commission and the Committee.
The next meeting is Tuesday, September 6, 2016.
Adjournment:  Eric made a motion to adjourn, Ben seconded.  The motion was approved.
