Design review approval for a sign.

Design review approval for three signs.

The applicant and Jessica Murphy, the owner of the business were present.   The application is for a projecting sign, which requires proof of insurance.   2x3 foot steel sign with soft white glass on both sides with LED lighting inside.  The sign will weigh about 65 pounds.
There will also be a wall sign that will need to be reduced in size to meet allowances.  The third sign is a “no parking” sign.
The applicable criteria were reviewed and determined to be acceptable.

The application was approved with the reduction of the size of the wall sign and the change of the position of the lighting of the projecting sign with a vote of 4-0.
