November 14, 2016

Call to order by the Chair:  The meeting was called to order by the Vice-Chair, Jon Anderson.

Approval of the agenda:  Jon will jump around on the agenda until Kim Cheney can make it for the historical preservation section.
Comments from the Chair:  There were no other comments from the Chair.
Announcement – December public hearing on zoning postponed as we await final version:  The final version should be available by the end of the month that can be warned.  The December meetings on the 12th and the 26th.  The 12th meeting does not fall within the warning guidelines and the 26th is a City holiday.  The next meeting that falls within the guidelines is January 9.
Historic Preservation Commission discussion regarding design review regulations (quorum of HPC board may be present for discussion):  Eric Gilbertson discussed some of the language in the proposal that is in contradiction to the Secretary of the Interior standards. Some other members of the HPC voiced their concerns on a similar vein.  There are grants that are available to hire a professional to draft language that covers the Interior standards and the uniqueness of Montpelier’s history.
Kirby made a motion that the HPC with consultation of the DRC draft proposed language to replace H and G if they would like to include that section, also.  Barbara seconded.  The motion passed on a 4-0 vote.
The HPC will apply for a grant to help write explanatory information on how to do historical preservation within the city’s guidelines.
Draft Zoning- Barbara’s energy section comments:  Energy was previously in 4 sections, it’s been reduced to two and only for new construction, not existing.
Leslie made a motion to incorporate Barbara’s changes, Kirby seconded.  The motion passed on a 4-0 vote.
City Comprehensive Plan update - meeting in December with consultant:  A review of the PUDs will be done during this meeting.
Approve minutes from October 24, 2016:  Kirby made a motion to approve the minutes are presented, Leslie seconded.  The motion passed on a 4-0 vote.
Other business:  There was no other business.
Adjournment:  Leslie made a motion to adjourn, Kirby seconded.
