Owner: Overlake Park LLC.  Applicant: Sam Thonjanthoug 

Design review for a sign.

The applicant was present.

The sign is for Pho Thai Express.  The sign will be an aluminum composite sheet.    

The applicable criteria were reviewed and determined to be acceptable.

The application passed on a 4-0 vote.

44 Main Street

Owner: Ajax Moving and Storage  Applicant:  Carlo Rovetto 

Design review for a wall sign, awning, and display box.

The wall sign will go into the pre-existing sign holder where the Black Door had their sign.  The awning will be over the front entrance.  There will be a plexiglass menu case.  There will be a gooseneck light to match others in the area.

The option was given to move the proposed sign above or below the granite.  If below the granite, additional small gooseneck lights similar to other lighting in the sign band.

The applicable criteria were reviewed and determined to be acceptable.

The application passed on a 4-0 vote.
27 Main Street

Owner:  Bigglestone Investments Inc. Applicant: Bruce Hamilton Architects 

Design Review for new signage and exterior painting.

Eric Bigglestone was present.  The listed applicant was to be present but they were unable to make it.

The property is known as the Rite Aid building.   The exterior project is to go along with the interior renovation.  Darker color recommendations were made to the owner and he was asked if he would go back to the applicant with the suggestions.  The painting will not be done until spring, so he was fine with that.  They do want the signage and awning done to coincide with the interior renovation grand reopening, which will be in February.  If actual paint samples could be provided, that would be helpful.

The next DRC is December 8, then the DRB is December 21, with the 30 day appeal, they would be able to have the work done for the grand reopening.

The vote was 4-0 to table the application to the December 8 meeting.

153 State Street 

Owner: Donald and Noel Neely   Applicant: Robert McCullough 

Design review to relocate and restore carriage house.

The applicant was present.  It’s part of a larger project that is going in front of the DRB for variance requests on December 7.

The carriage house was built in 1893.  The plan is to move it 50’ to the east in the corner lot to allow more natural lighting.  It will allow for more parking and the snow removal will not push against the building.  There will be need to stabilize the building to prevent collapse from snow this winter and to move it.

The main building is painted brick with a lot of orange in it.  There is no current specific placement of the colors, but the color palette is acceptable.

The committee approves the movement of the carriage house because it will remain on the same lot and keep the integrity of the original property.

The applicable criteria were reviewed and determined to be acceptable.

The application passed on a 4-0 vote.

Review of minutes from November 3, 2015:  Eric will abstain since he wasn’t in attendance.  There is not a quorum to approve the minutes.

Other business:  42 Maple Lane informal review for new multi-family dwelling unit.  Steve Ribolini was present to discuss the proposed project.  The property is off Barre Street and the housing will face Stone Cutters Lane.  There was a garage there that has been removed and the proposed project’s footprint is larger than that garage.  It will be 2 buildings, 3 apartments each with a stairwell in between buildings that service both buildings.

Work is to start April 2, depending on the weather.
